Note by the General Manager

 THE following pages contain the names of all the employees of

the Company who served in the Great War in the forces of the
Empire.

[t is a matter of regret that we have not been able to secure
full particulars in all cases, and possibly some names are wanting
which should be included, but every effort has been made to
ensure that the record shall be an accurate one.

For purposes of identification the names are grouped according
to their places of employment, and those of the men who have
fallen are printed in thick type.

The actual number accepted for service is 862, but a small
proportion of these, on account of ill-health or employment in
munition factories in Great Britain, or for other good reasons,
did not actually serve in the firing line.

Of this total, 140 lost their lives in action or otherwise on
service, about twice as many were wounded, and 9 were prisoners
in the hands of the enemy. '

It is known that 60 received decorations or mention in
despatches, but full particulars are lacking on this point, as also
about promotion on the field.

Yet the imperfections in this record in no way minimise the
service and the sacrifice of those who offered themselves so freely
in their country’s cause. One need only know that a relation
or friend had thus proved his bravery ; it 1s not necessary to
know the details of his service or of his reward. -

The latter will always be mainly the recognition by those who

~ knew him of the right feeling and sense of patriotism which

prompted his action in taking his part in the War.
